e need a better social order and not one or two better individuals.

The control and direction of Man depends upon the goodwill and the
good state of Man. It does not depend upon iron bars and handcuffs. It
doesn't depend upon cells or electric shock machines.

A society is as sick as ithas sick people in it. The way to make it well, however, is
not necessarily to work only upon the sick and make them well. If the members of
that society were sufficiently well and able themselves they would never apprehend
the slightest difficulty in pulling out of the mud any fallen fellow.

Pulling people up and back into the ranks is not a function of an organization. It
is a function and responsiblity of Man himself.

When
men are made to feel that they do not have the right to aid and assist their fellows, but
that Joe or Bill orsomebody down the street is the only one who should be permitted
to wave a magic wand or rattle a magic healing crystal, somebody better look at the
society real good because it's not a well society.

Now it does not immediately presuppose that because a person has a RIGHT
to healthat he is ABLE to heal. That doesn'timmediately follow. Buttoday we are ata
level of understanding in Scientology sufficiently good that almost any human
being alive could be put into possession of enough of that data to make anyone
around him better — including himself.

The game of having a science of life around is something that has
ordinarily been held down by those who have bent it to their own desires. If
they did know anything about life, they didn't let anybody eise in on it In
Scientology we're playing a different game because we are letting somebody
else in on it. We're not operating as a secret society trying to pull power out of
the society by just letting what we know remain unknown. That s a fine way for

My own philosophy is that one should share what wisdom one has and
should help others to help themselves. | have never seen wisdom do any
good kept to oneself. If you would care to investigate savage cultures, of
which | have investigated a few, youwould discover thatitis ignorance itself, it
is lack of wisdom in that community, which brings about terror, injustice,
maltreatiment, decay and deterioration. Wisdom afloat in a culture makes the
culture. The very definition of culture could be summated — the amount of
technology, knowingness, wisdom, in existence in the society.

In our western culture, the humanities have been far outstripped and
over-balanced by a technology appertaining only to the physical universe
and leaving outof its computation— the mind, life, beingness.

In August 1981 a suitwas filed againstthe mﬂm&r
vice by the Church of Scientology Celebrity Centre and m
Scientology ministers across the United States.

The purpose of this suit was to restore rights for Scie
ministers due to the IRS's persistent and continuing refusal to grant
exemptions from self-employment taxes to ordained ministers of the
Church of Scientology, who are entitled to such exemptions under the
law. This was filed as a “class action”, meaning a lawsuit brought by
representative members of a large group of persons on behalf of all the
members of the group.

In January, 1985, attorneys representing both sides in the suit
came to a written agreement on a settiement of the action. This pro-
posed settlement was presented to the Judge in the case in January of
this year.

The judge has not made a decision on the proposed settiement
yet, but ordered that all of the Scientology ministers involved be
informed of certain rights and privileges they have in the matter before
the settlement is decided on bythejudga.Ahsarirqmmisimmiheld
on May 15, 1985.

You may be one of the ministers to whom this m who has
applied to the IRS for selfemployment tax exemption. A formal
notification to Scientology ministers follows. If it applies to you, it is
important that you read it carefully and understand each part of it
